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B. Economic Impact of Operating Expenditures 

The NNRR development’s operating expenditures include goods and services required to operate the 
businesses in the NNRR development including general administration, utilities, marketing, 
maintenance, service, and supplies.  The total operating expenses for the development in 2008 through 
2010 are estimated to be $1.7 million. 

 DIRECT IMPACT For the NNRR project, the total direct impact of operating expenditures from 
2008-2010, after being adjusted for non-local purchases, is estimated to be $1.07 million. 

OTHER IMPACTS The other impacts are estimated to be an additional $212,000.

C. Economic Impact of Operating Payroll Expenditures 

The NNRR development’s operating payroll for years 2008-2010 totaled more than $6.8 million. 

DIRECT IMPACT  The total direct impact of operating payroll expenditures from 2008-2010, after 
being adjusted for non-local purchases, is estimated to be $2.3 million. 

OTHER IMPACTS The other impacts are estimated to be an additional $409,000.
